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Seit August 2021 forscht Prof. Dr. Nam Kyu Lee vom Hapding Theological Seminary in Suwon,
Stidkorea als Gastwissenschaftler am Institut fiir Okumenische Theologie und der Evangelisch-
Theologischen Fakultat.

Prof. Lee, geb. 1969, hat nach einem Elektrotechnik Studium Evangelische Theologie am
Theologischen Seminar Hapdong in Suwon und an der Anyang Universitat in Seoul studiert.
Von 2004 — 2009 war er fir die dann erfolgreiche Promotion zum Dr. theol. Doktorand an der
Theologischen Universitat Apeldoorn in den Niederlanden. Es folgte dann von 2010 - 2014
eine Professur an der Seoul Bible Graduate School of Theology, von wo er dann 2014 als
Professor an das Theologische Seminar Hapding wechselte.

Prof. Lee hat besonders uber reformierte Theologie der Reformationszeit und der
nachreformatorischen Zeit geforscht und publiziert. Seine Doktorarbeit ist in deutscher
Sprache publiziert mit dem Titel: , Die Pradestinationslehre der Heidelberger Theologen 1583-
1622: Georg Sohn (1551-1589), Herman Rennecherus (1550-?), Jacob Kimedoncius (1554-
1596), Daniel Tossanus (1541-1602)“ (Gottingen: Vandenhoeck & Ruprecht, 2009). In
koreanischer Sprache sind dazu besonders zwei Blicher zu beachten: , Zacharias Ursinus &

Seine derzeitigen Forschungen in Minster hat Prof. Lee selbst so zusammengefasst:

The Canons of Dordt are the conclusion of the synod of Dordt(1618-19) dealing with the views
of the so-called Remonstrants. The Canons became an essential document of Calvinist
Reformed Churches. Before the Canons were declared, the nineteen delegations needed to
submit their opinions (iudicia). The purpose of the delegations' iudicia is different from it of
the Canons. While the Dordt Canons was aimed at peace and education of the Reformed
Church, the iudicia had some more controversial and academic character, analyzing and
refuting the Five Articles of the Remonstrants in detail.
My current research focuses on an analysis of the iudicia. They do not merely mean the basis
for drawing up the Dordt Canons. Furthermore, they are noteworthy because various
theological approaches and views of Dordt theologians can be read through them. This
research is trying to find answers to the following questions. What specific points did the
delegations point out, and What was their theological judgment on the Remonstrans'
argument? What are their theological or dogmatic implications? What were the views of the
Reformed theologians on human freedom and responsibility in the early 17th century? Is
freedom purely a matter of will, or is it irrelevant to feelings or knowledge?
