= Funding
Studying in Germany involves some costs. In addition, scholarships are not as common as in
other countries. Therefore, please inform yourself about the costs involved and, if necessary, D
about the proof of financial resources required for your visa and clarify your study
financing in advance.

= Visa
Depending on your nationality, you may require a visa for your studies or the study-preparatory D
language courses. Students with citizenship from the EU, the EEA and Switzerland do not need a
visa. Please inform yourself in advance on the pages of the German Embassy in your home
country.

= Housing D

Arrive and feel at home - to find an affordable flat in Miinster, you need patience. If you do not
have a flat in Miinster yet, the first thing you should do is look for one.

= Arrival
Let's go! To make it easier for you to plan your journey to Miinster, we have compiled basic
information on travelling by plane or train. There you will also find further information on mobility D
within Miinster and the surrounding area.

= Registration in Miinster
All persons living in Germany must register their residence with the responsible Citizens'
Service Office (“Biirgerbiiro”) in their local district. Registration at the Biirgerbiiro should take D
place no later than two weeks after moving in.

Please make an appointment at the Foreigners' Registration Office as early as possible to apply D
for a residence permit (visa extension), as long waiting times are often to be expected.

= Opening a bank account
You will need a bank account to pay your regular costs (e.g. rent, health insurance or the
semester fee). Therefore, we recommend opening an account at a local bank.

= Health insurance
Students must prove that they have sufficient health insurance when they enrol at the |:|
University of Miinster. Therefore, you must apply for health insurance after entering Germany at
the latest.

= Semester ticket
